During each month in 2008:

%  More than 500 reports of child abuse were investigated.
%  More than 100 children were removed from their homes for alleged child abuse.

Just in the last year, 2,278 children were provided medical exams and forensic interviews 
at Project Harmony.

%  64% of these children were evaluated for child sexual abuse.
%  More than 50% of these children were under the age of six.

What happens if we do not address this problem?
When children are abused there are multiple traumatic e� ects:

Child abuse is everyone’s problem.  Children need adults to stand up and ensure that 
kids are a priority.  Every child deserves to be loved and cared for; when a child is being 
abused, we, as a community, must step in.

What can Project Harmony do?
Project Harmony protects children and creates a positive environment for the 
investigation and the assessment of child abuse and neglect.  Project Harmony has made 
a dramatic di� erence in the handling of abuse and neglect reports and investigations, 
while reducing the long-term traumatization for the child and family.

Services
Forensic Interviews
When requested by law enforcement or child protective services, a child interview 
specialist conducts a recorded forensic interview with the child.  One of the goals of 
this interview is to reduce the number of times the child must tell the story of his/her 
abuse.  Reducing the number of interviews reduces the trauma to the child.

Medical Examinations
Our medical and nursing 
sta�  specialize in child abuse 
assessments.  � eir role 
is to provide physical and 
sexual abuse assessments 
and comprehensive physical 
exams for alleged child abuse 
victims.  � ey work with non-
o� ending family members, 
foster parents and agencies in 
making referrals for ongoing 
care of the children.

Referrals and 
Advocacy
Professionals assess each child’s needs and refer them to the appropriate therapy, 
support groups and other resources.   Families also receive help in understanding the 
child protection system.  Regular follow-up contact with the family assures a better 
case outcome.

Case Sta�  ngs
A multidisciplinary team consisting of law enforcement, child protective services, 
medical professionals, prosecutions, school personnel, Project Harmony sta�  and other 
professionals regularly review cases to make sure children do not “fall through the 
cracks.”  � e team also discusses general issues and works toward making changes and 
² nding solutions to problems in reporting and investigating child abuse, and ensuring 
that children receive therapy and other needed services.

Training
In 2008, Project Harmony sponsored or provided 
training and education to over 4,250 professionals 
representing more than 90 public and private agencies.  
� is means that each month an average of 350 
individuals received information about child abuse 
and neglect.  Some of the training topics included:
